2. Aims and Objectives

To promote a netball league in the Hambleton area.
 
To encourage a competitive spirit within a structured frame.

 
To promote mass participation.

 
To encourage fair play and sportsmanship.

 
To play all matches in accordance with the rules of the England Netball Ltd.

3. Membership

 
The league shall consist of netball clubs who must be registered as a member to England Netball and North Yorkshire Netball
4. Fees

 
The membership fees for the club are governed by All England, to be paid no later 
 
than the date agreed at the AGM.
 
The league is open to all netball clubs provided they comply with this  

 
Constitution.

 
All members will receive a copy of the AGM, Rules and constitution via e-mail,   

     paper copies will be distributed to team captains at the beginning of the  

     season, on request.

Court fees will be charged and shall be agreed at the AGM.
Umpiring expenses will be agreed at the AGM.

5. Honorary Officers

A league committee, elected annually, comprising of a Chairman, Treasurer, Secretary, Fixtures/Results Secretary, Affiliations Secretary, Safeguarding Officer, Umpiring Secretary & Social Secretary shall govern the league.

 
The Honorary Officers must be elected at the AGM.

6. League Committee

 
The management of the affairs of the league shall be vested in the League  

 
Committee comprising of an Honorary Officer who proposes and a seconder.

 
Meetings shall be held quarterly, where reasonably practicable.
The League Committee may fill any casual vacancy in respect of the elected 
 Honorary Officers to act until the next AGM.
 
A quorum for all meetings shall be 2 Honorary Officers.

7. Annual General Meeting

 
An AGM will be held every calendar year.  The Committee will decide the date 
     of this meeting.

 
Notification of the AGM will be circulated at least 4 weeks prior to the date 
     of the AGM by the League Secretary.

 
Business to be transacted shall be:

 
To receive reports and accounts covering the past season.

 
To elect Honorary Officers

 
To consider, and, if approved sanction all duly made alterations of the Constitution  

 
and league rules.

 
To deal with any other business.

8. Extra Ordinary General Meeting

 
A EGM will be convened:

 
By order of the League Committee, upon written request.

Each request shall state the purpose for which a meeting is required and shall set out any resolution, which it is desired to propose.

9. Grievances

The League shall register any grievances concerning the league in writing to the Chairperson within 7 days of the incident.  The Chairperson will investigate the complaint and will decide on what action should be taken within 4 weeks of receiving the written complaint. The League Complaint’s Procedure shall be followed.
10. Disciplinary Measures

 
The League Committee shall have the power to discipline in such a manner as the  

 
league see fit.  A member who has been guilty of conduct considered by the 
     League Committee to be disgraceful and prejudicial to the interests of the 
     league of the game of netball, bylaws of England Netball and/or the Constitution of
     the League shall have power to:

appoint and constitute a disciplinary committee and 

 
make such terms of reference and regulation, as it considers necessary for the  

 
conduct and proceedings of such a disciplinary committee.

11. Indemnity

 
The League against all costs shall indemnify all Honorary Officers and members    

 
of the Club Committee and losses for which they may become liable by reason 
 
of duty performed for/or with the authority of the League Committee.
